Consent Forms

With this letter you will have received a consent form.  This form is to be completed and returned to us immediately.  Unfortunately, boys who arrive at BB next week without this completed form will not be permitted to take part in BB and will be sent home.  Due to insurance reasons we are not permitted to have boys at BB for who we do not have a valid completed consent form, we hope you understand.  

Uniform

We have a policy this year that boys who arrive at BB two consecutive weeks without uniform will not be allowed to attend the third week.  Those boys who are in the process of buying new uniform or for the first time will be allowed to attend until the uniform is purchased, but must attend in shirt and trousers.  Those attending in causal wear for two consecutive weeks will not be permitted to attend BB for the third week.  Persistent issues concerning uniform will result in us visiting you to discuss how such issues can be resolved.

All boys should bring a change of clothes for games.  Boys will not be permitted to play football or other such activities in their BB uniform.

Behaviour

We are still operating a card system concerning behaviour.  One yellow card is a warning, two yellow cards in one night will result in us bringing your son home and explaining to you the reasons for this.  More detailed rules and regulations will be issued next week to ensure all boys and parents / guardians are aware of what is expected and what will constitute a yellow card.

We would also ask that you help support us with issues of discipline where we have to bring your child home or prevent him from taking part in certain activities.  Please be assured that the participation of boys in events is what we strive for, however, in some instances we may prevent your son from taking part due to behaviour issues.  We would be grateful for your support in such instances.

Subs
Subs are £1 each night to total £35 for the whole session.  Where a boy completes more than half a session we would ask that any shortfall at the end of the year is made up.  We shall advise you in a couple of weeks of the amount paid for each boy at the end of last session.

Communication

We will communicate via letter where events take place and important announcements need to be made.
